Tying Tip:

One of the most common questions asked at the Book
Mailer ofpce is about the mix of antron and fur for tying the
Sparkle Pupa patterns. We'd always like to help our friendly
tyers out, so we queried Paul Stimpson for some concise,
accurate information. He gave us some very important tips.

The type of fur isn't as important as the color. You need
to pnd a fur that matches the color of the yy. For example: a
gray Emergent Sparkle Pupa uses a mixture of gray fur and
gray Antron, so pnd a fur that matches the gray color of the
Antron. Paul prefers to use natural fur, but since bright green
bunnies are hard to come by, he sometimes has to rely on
dyed fur. Rocky Mountain Dubbing and Spirit River both have
some great dyed furs. Paul pnds muskrat fur blends well with
Antron and uses it as often as he can.

After locating the correct fur, chop it up into 1/8" sections
and blend it with either Antron Yarn or Touch Dubbing (see
p. 9). One half fur and one half Antron is the standard mix but
everyone should have a copy of Gary's Caddisvies or Trout
Flies Proven Patterns to get the recipes for the correct mixes.
Paul uses a small electric coffee grinder to mix the fur and

antron -- you may want to buy a separate one if you don't want
your yies to have coffee stains. If you're using Touch Dubbing,
just add it to the fur in the grinder. If you're using the yarn, be
sure to chop it up into 1/8" pieces before you combine it with
the fur in the grinder.

The under bodies of the Emergent Sparkle Pupa and
the Deep Sparkle Pupa have to be touch dubbed in order to
obtain the sparseness required for the pattern. Gary liked using
BT's Super Tacky Fly Tying Wax (p. 9) for touch dubbing.
The over bodies need to be sparse enough to see the under
body through the over body. Gary was really adamant about
these two statements. The biggest error we see with these pat-
terns is that they get tied with the over body too heavy. Even
some commercial tyers get this wrong or they don't engage
in enough quality control to keep them tied properly. Most
crucial is that if the yy is tied too fat or too heavy, the pattern
will not be nearly as effective on the water. And after you have
lovingly tied all those yies, we do so want you catching psh.

One of his big discoveries that summer was that trout were often
suspicious of both the insect and the imitation yoating on the water.
They often studied hoppers (and other large insects) before deciding
whether or not to take them. What were they looking for? A bit of
movement -- a yexing of that long body. The long, straight shank on
a large hook was wrong. The trout frequently refused large yies (#10
or larger).

The Flex patterns are here! Flies tied with these hooks yex on
the water -- and that movement triggers the strike (see the Theory of
Imitation in The Dry Fly -- New Angles).

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Paul Stimpson Talks Tying --

I never seem to have the yies | need in my yy box. Since | tie com-
mercially | never have time to tie my own, so several years ago | was
preparing for a trip to the Madison River in Montana and was franti-
cally tying Vyies the night before we left.

My favorite nymph at that time was Gary LaFontaine's Twist nymph
and my wife Char favored the Prince nymph developed by Doug
Prince. While tying both of these yies it occurred to me to combine
the two into one yy and save some time. | used Gary's "Double Magic"
technique and twisted peacock and Antron dubbing together for the
body of a Prince nymph.

We had great results with the new yy -- so upon returning home
| called Gary to discuss the yy. It wasn't long before he had his div-
ing team on the bottom of the Big Hole River in Montana, observing
the new yy and comparing it to a standard Prince nymph. The diving
results showed 3.5 strikes for the new yy to 2 strikes for the standard
Prince. The Antron dubbing was reyecting more light and making it
more appealing to the trout.

Since the inception of the new Yy | have had great success wherever
I used it. With the combination of the "Double Magic" technique and
Doug Prince's Prince nymph, Gary and | decided to name the new yy
the "Enchanted Prince" (p. 24).

Since this pattern was developed after Gary's books, it is not
listed. It is shown on the LaFontaine Originals Video Vol. 11 (p.
6). From the Book Mailer staff, we would like you all to be aware
that when Paul retires from his "real job" in just under a year (he is
so excited!), his prst form of play (other than pshing) is to publish a
book he and Gary referred to as LaFontaine's Legacy.
