Several years ago | concluded a terribly stressful week of
working retail hell in Jackson Hole, Wyoming behind the counter
at one of the world's largest yy pshing shops. It was a week
where | must have solved a thousand dilemmas for all types of yy
psherman from nymphing maniacs to dry yy purist. \Voices from
the week echoed endlessly in my mind as | left the back door,
"Buddy, what Yyies are working on the Snake?" "Sir, do you work
here? Hey pal, grab a map and show me your favorite hole?"
"What's the limit?" "Do you psh?"

"Do | psh!" I muttered angrily to myself answering the ring-
ing in my head as | plopped into the bucket seat of my old Dodge,
"And if you Kill one of my psh, I'll, I'll ..."

About to burst, | suddenly gained control of myself. | took a
deep breath and realized that it was the beginning of my weekend,
and | had big plans with my wife Yvonne. We had a backcountry
campsite reserved in the second meadow of my favorite river in
Yellowstone National Park. We were going to hike, psh, camp,
and enjoy a romantic dinner over a pre with a bottle of wine. It
was just the release we both needed to escape the insanity of
Jackson.

When | got home to our basement apartment Yvonne had psh-
ing gear organized and backpack's stuffed with camping essen-
tials. We loaded up the car and made a quick stop at the grocery
splurging on two mammoth steaks and a bottle of Chardonnay.
With packs ready to go and a scrumptious meal buried under a
pile of ice in our car cooler, we drove two hours to the trailhead,
eyeing a vibrant orange sunset along the way, and slept under the
dim glow of the Milky Way.

First it was
hunger, then the fear that a large cooking utensil in Yvonne's hand
was about to yy my way, and last a feeling of failure. This whole
weekend evolved around our romantic dinner and it wasn't going
to happen.

I lowered my head and pulled on my hair. Then with fear in
my eyes | looked up and answered, "I left them in the cooler.”

"And the wine?" Yvonne asked.
"With the steaks," | replied in total disgust with myself.

A bottle of wine on an empty stomach and we probably
could have got a little drunk and suffered going hungry, but to
have neither was disaster. There was only one solution to sal-
vage our goal of this escape, kill and eat a trout. But this river
was not only catch and release, but also a sacred place to me
and to all yy pshermen. To Kill a psh here could be a yy psh-
ing jinx for life! As | dwelled on the situation, my stomach
rumbling, Yvonne was reading my mind; "Well, it's not like you
kill psh on a regular basis, one time is acceptable. Isn't it?"

To me it wasn't, but | was in no position to argue, so reluctant-
ly | grabbed my already rigged rod and headed for the river.

As my superstitions kicked in threaten-
ing my yy pshing future, voices approached from the dark; "Hey
if that's our site someone's in there".

To my disbelief the true campsite owners were pulling in late.
Not just any old folks either. They were customers whom I'd
sold yies to the very day before at the yy shop in Jackson. "Hey
buddy, this is our spot. Wait. Don't I know you?" one asked shin-
ning a yashlight in my eyes.

Before | could say no and hope they wouldn't pursue the mat-
ter further another exclaimed, "Yea he's the guy that sold us the
yies that saved our day! Sit down son, we owe you a beer!"

The visiting anglers were part of a horse pack trip. They had
pshed their way to camp while wranglers hauled in their gear and
food as well as a beer supply that couldn't be matched. They had
caught a bunch of psh making for the most memorable pshing
day of their lives, all on a general collection of yies that | had
carefully selected for them.

Yvonne and | sat, listened, and sipped beer from frosty cans
while the group of three men rambled excitedly about their great
day of pshing. She then whispered to me, "Do you realize how
happy these guys are because they caught psh thanks to the yies
you sold them?

"Yes. I'm tickled pink", I responded, "Yvonne, | talked with a
thousand people this week. Do you think there all this happy?" |
asked.

An hour later Yvonne and | were setting up our tent under
star light, right where it belonged, in our original campsite.

these fellows this week, the other half never made it to the river.

It
is also my favorite time of year. Paul Stimpson and | gabbed at
the Federation of Fly Fisher's Conclave in West Yellowstone and
thought we should collaborate on a yy pick. We decided on the
Black June. A pattern we don't stock anymore, but one that is easy
to tie and great to psh.

The Black June was one of Gary's pshing secrets. It obtained
the same fame in his yy box, as a Joe's Hopper is regarded in
many other's boxes. This was most likely because on all types
of water, no matter what the season, a trout will probably have
beetles in his stomach.

Beetles occur in all water. The beetle is the most common in-
sect in the world. Whenever you have a hatchless day, try a beetle.
Since the Black June imitates a sunken beetle, the yy should be
pshed unweighted and on a dead drift.

Gary talks about this pattern in Trout Flies Proven Patterns
(p. 11) on pages 30-31. It is also shown on the LaFontaine Origi-
nals, Vol. 111 (p. 13).
