BOB WYATT INVESTIGATES THE THEORY BEHIND

GARY LAFONTAINE'S SPARKLE PUPA

His book Trout Hunting: The Pursuit of Happiness is clear evidence
of his outlook on trout and his ÿ y-þ shing passion.

He also teaches painting at the Glasgow School of Art.)

     Gary LaFontaine was a man on a mission. His lifelong quest 
was to þ nd a better way. Not world peace or a cure for male 
pattern baldness, or anything earthshaking like that. LaFon-
taine's mission was to catch more and bigger trout. He was the 
modern American Skues, with the same tireless enthusiasm and 
love of this subjectñthe way of a trout and a ÿ y. He was also a 
scientist, with a degree in Behavioral Psychology, who did his 
thesis on trout. How he got that one past his supervisors is un-
explained, but let's face, his school was the University of Mon-
tana, on the banks of the Clark's Fork. Anyway, LaFontaine's 
great strength as an angling writer was his deeply held respect 
for the scientiþ c method. We've had lots of amateur scientists 
in the angling world, but he stands out for his rigorous depen-
dency on observation and veriþ able þ nding.
     LaFontaine died recently, after a long struggle with Lou 
Gehrig's disease, and ÿ y þ shing lost one of its liveliest minds 
and personalities. We've had what might be called a decent 
interval, so maybe we can now apply some scrutiny to his theo-
ries on ÿ y design. As a scientist, I'm sure Gary would approve. 
Mind you, that doesn't go for everyone. Gary has a faithful 
following, and like that of many well loved þ gures sometimes 
this faith approaches something like fundamentalism  ñ in this 
case, LaFontainism. Now, this isn't really a cult of anything, 
yet, but sometimes his adherents get pretty riled if you so much 
as show the slightest doubt regarding some of his theories. 
In fact, for some, it goes way beyond theory and takes on the 
aspect of gospel.

LOOKING FOR PROOF

     Okay, for starters, I'm not about to do some kind of posthu-
mous hatchet job on Gary LaFontaine. For what it's worth, I'm 
a believer. I've got the T-shirt. But look, he walked in the water, 
not on it. From what I understand of him, he would be the last 
guy to want his ideas regarded as some kind of holy writ. Any-
way, there are a couple of lacunae in his theories that still need 
to be fully explained, or, not to put too þ ne a point on it, proven.  
     After thousands of hours on and in the water, LaFontaine de-
veloped what he called his Theory of Attraction. It was neatly 
summed up for me recently by Jay McGann, who has studied 
Gary's writings intensely. To wit: LaFontaine believed that trout 
separated prey items from the rest of the ÿ otsam in the drift by 
identifying certain triggering characteristics. Selectivity came 
into play when only one characteristic came into play, and 
became more pronounced when the trout required a secondary 
characteristic. Imitations simulate and sometimes exaggerate 
the key triggering characteristic of speciþ c prey items. Attractor 
patterns exaggerate one or more triggering characteristics to 
the maximum, and can include unnatural elements and angler 
induced presentational tricks such as movement. LaFontaine 
realized that his patterns would only produce slightly better re-
sults than older existing patterns (the Caddis Emerger being the 

exception) But, all of this only mattered if the ÿ y was presented 
properly, and the approach did not alarm the þ sh. Presentation 
was more important than pattern.
     LaFontaine's big book was Caddisÿ ies (p.18), a compre-
hensive entomology of the important caddisÿ y (sedge) species 
of North America, with emergence tables and distribution 
charts, which þ lled a major hole in anglers' understanding of 
trout stream life. For the wealth of useful information alone, 
Caddisÿ ies is worth its weight in Gold-ribbed Hare's Ears, 
but there was much more to it. It also laid out the premise and 
conceptual framework for Gary's Theory of Attraction and 
the idea of 'triggers' for trout's feeding response. He based the 
design of his world famous Sparkle Caddis Pupa on the idea 
that the air or gas trapped inside the exoskeleton, or cuticle, of 
the emerging pupa was a signiþ cant trigger. His tying technique 
for imitating the effect of light on the expanded pupal cuticle 
became one of the best known of the late 20th Century.
     The ÿ y was so successful that it has become a standard 
pattern in ÿ y shops all over western U.S.A. and Canada, and 
wherever caddis are a food item for trout. There is no doubting 
its effectiveness; this ÿ y catches trout. Anglers depend on it for 
those times when the trout are feeding selectively on the pupat-
ing caddis, particularly when they are focusing their attention to 
the bright, air-þ lled cuticle. Anglers wrote of trout so selective 
that they ignored everything but the bubble bearing caddis, and 
especially the Sparkle Caddis Pupa they had on their leaders. 
The killer pattern was proof of concept, in spades.
     The concept is summed up by this description from a ÿ y 
shop website:

     When caddis are ready to hatch they leave their pupal 
cocoon and get ready for the ascent to the surface of the 
water. Most species exude gases from their newly formed 
adult body. This gas is trapped by the old pupal skin that 
still surrounds them. This process starts to separate the 
adult insect from this pupal shuck. The shuck is inÿ ated 
forming a bubble or balloon around parts of the adult in-
sect. The gases within this bubble reÿ ect light. Each caddis 
pupa becomes a reÿ ective buoyant orb as it swims and rises 
to the surface. Gary LaFontaine in  his revolutionary book 
Caddisÿ ies, noted that these reÿ ective qualities made the 
caddis pupa highly visible to trout. The bubble becomes a 
key target for feeding þ sh.

     An article in Fly Fishing and Fly Tying a few years back 
was the only cloud in the blue sky of Sparkle Caddis theory. 
The authors said they couldn't verify the air-bubble theory and 
went so far as to suggest that it doesn't occur in nature. So, 
that stuck in my mind. I kept an eye out for references to the 
phenomenon over the next few years, but so far haven't been 
able to þ nd any.
     Now, this doesn't prove or disprove anything, you say. And 
you're right. It wouldn't be the þ rst time an observant angler 
observed something unknown to science. And then there are all 
those conþ rmed sightings by so many others, including profes-
sional guides, and all the anecdotal evidence of thousands of 
successful anglers. These are guys who have watched these 
critters close-up while snorkeling in rivers and lakes, and even 
a couple who have photographed the insects being buoyed to 
the surface by their little internal bubbles.

     On the other hand, there is no documentation of the effect 
in scientiþ c literature. Strange for such a heavily studied and 
well-documented species, and there is a mountain of research 
on caddisÿ ies. You'd think that by now, some budding Ph.D. 
student would have noticed it. Does all this sound vaguely fa-
miliar? Could the bubble caddis be the ÿ y-þ shing equivalent of 
the UFO? Come on, you may say, there must be more to it than 
that. If someone as rigorous and observant as Gary LaFontaine 
says there's a bubble, then there's a damn bubble, dammit. So 
leave the poor guy alone already. Show some respect.

HUNGRY FOR THE FACTS

     Well, my hunch is that if Gary LaFontaine got wind of that 
article, he would have worked hammer and tong to prove his 
theory. And, because he was a bona-þ de scientist, he would 
have been just as keen to disprove it, if only out of respect for 
the scientiþ c method. The idea that he had published a mistake 
and let it stand would have been intolerable to him. This is not 
to say that he was mistaken, but that lack of scientiþ c support 
for his theory would have been an itch that needed scratched.
     Here's the facts, ma'am, at least those known to science and 
accessible to us laymen. The Trichoptera (caddis) are of course 
insects. All insects share some common characteristics ñ that's 
how we can identify them as insects in the þ rst place, and not 
spiders or something. Insects do this metamorphosis thing as 
they change from larva, nymph or pupa to adult. During this 
process they outgrow their external 'skeleton' of waxy chitin, 
which they shed by moulting, and grow a new one. To  do this, 
the insect secretes a 'moulting gel' that turns ÿ uid between the 
new and old cuticles and dissolves the inner surfaces of the old 
exoskeleton, which is then partially absorbed by the growing 
bug. This moulting ÿ uid also serves as a necessary lubricant to 
assist in the moulting process.
     Once the old exoskeleton is loosened, by ÿ exing its muscles 
and by blood pressure, the insect splits the cuticle and crawls 
out. Fly þ shers call what's left behind the 'shuck'. This þ nal 
action of shedding the old cuticle is called ecdysis, and for 
aquatic insects like caddis and mayÿ ies it is done at the surface 
of the water, or out in the open air somewhere. Once at the sur-
face, some insects gulp air or water to expand the abdomen and 
make it easier to split and shed the shuck. Note that nowhere in 
this process is anything like a bubble of gas or air mentioned 
before the insect reaches the surface. Some midge species have 
been observed to ride air bubbles to the surface, and tiny gas 
bubbles have been detected in the gut of fruit ÿ ies, but, evi-
dently, as far as the Trichoptera are concerned, this internal air 
bubble seems to be new to science.
     Dr. Peter Barnard, of the Entomology Department of The 
Natural History Museum, London, says, " I do not know of any 
evidence that the pupa is propelled to the surface by a gas-
bubble, and I believe that the combination of active swimming, 
using the long, hair-fringed legs, and a 'hydrofuge' cuticle is 
sufþ cient to enable the pupa to reach the surface quickly. Also, 
I would have thought that air between the pupal cuticle and 
the adult inside would make it difþ cult for the adult to emerge 
successfully; in most insects there is a layer of ÿ uid to make 
the process easier (which must be a bit like trying to get out of 
a wet-suit)." As a scientist, Dr. Barnard remains cautious, and 

says that speciþ c studies of the pupal stage of the Trichoptera 
are relatively scarce, so you never know. 
     Some insects get air inside the shuck at the surface, by gulp-
ing air or water, or through just by muscular movements as they 
shed the old cuticle. Following on from what Dr. Barnard says, 
it seems to me that air inside the cuticle would work against the 
insect's efforts to escape the cuticle, and may even be a reason 
for what we call 'stillborn' duns, which have become trapped by 
the shuck. These are the classic sitting ducks as far as the trout 
is concerned.
     Being a ÿ y-þ sher, you say, "Bubble shmubble. Who cares? 
The damn ÿ y works, what does it matter if the thing it imi-
tates doesn't exist. Shut up and þ sh!" And you've got a point. 
But the thing is, LaFontaine wouldn't have let it lie. He was 
a theory guy, and if his theory had a hole in it he would have 
tried his damndest to plug it, one way or the other. He believed 
the bright, air-þ lled cuticle was a strong trigger to a predatory 
response by the trout. It is the concept behind the design of 
his highly effective Sparkle Caddis Pupa (p.25). Another thing 
is that, if the internal bubble exists, but only occurs in one or 
a few species, or only randomly, it's not enough to support a 
generalized design for representing pupating caddis. So what 
gives? How could the ÿ y work so well if there is no basis in 
nature for the trigger it is intended to simulate?
     Well, that's the real beezer of a question, and I can't answer 
it for sure. I mean, I have a theory, but no way to prove it. First, 
where does this gas bubble come from? Second, I can't see why 
the old cuticle would suddenly become impermeable to air or 
gas, and act as an air-tight balloon. Up until that point it had 
been a 'breathable' skin, with gills, etc. for respiration. Person-
ally, I think any extra translucency in the ascending pupa is 
probably caused by the backlighting effect of strong sunlight 
on the moulting gel or ÿ uid between the cuticles. I reckon, if 
LaFontaine's bubble theory doesn't hold water (or air, as the 
case may be) then there must be some other good reason for 
the ÿ y working so well. My guess is that, besides the dubious 
air bubble effect, the Sparkle Caddis Pupa contains at least one, 
maybe more, signiþ cant triggers  ñ certainly shape and size, 
probably color and translucency, and deþ nitely ÿ ash. Then 
there are the essential matters of presentation and movement. 
To my mind, how it is þ shed is far more important than any of 
those other aspects. That's enough for most ÿ ies, why not the 
Sparkle Pupa? Gary LaFontaine, wherever he is now, wouldn't 
argue with that.

     The Theory of Attraction is aligned with the notion of 
'selectivity', presented by Carl Swisher and Carl Richards in Se-
lective Trout, and I have little doubt that there were more than 
a few discussions along those lines among those three giants 
of American ÿ y-þ shing ñ along with guys like Mike Lawson, 
and so many others I could name.
     As I recall, LaFontaine was never a strict believer in the 
need for precise imitation as such, whereas Swisher and Rich-
ards were more inclined (at least in print) to accurate repre-
sentation. This may be a reÿ ection of personal experiences. 
Perhaps on faster streams, impressionism will succeed over 
realism - but I was under the impression that LaFontaine was 
as fond of mountain lakes as he was freestones - so my theory 
may fall ÿ at there. Nonetheless, as a component of the theories 
of attraction and selectivity, the notion of triggers does not 
necessarily require that the trigger be accurately representative 
of some part of a trout's natural diet, although for aesthetic rea-
sons, most of us insist it should. Otherwise we would be doping 
our ÿ ies with appetite-stimulation hormones. But the trigger is 
sometimes exaggerated with respect to size, color or other trait, 
for the sake of tempting the trout to select our offering over the 
dozens to thousands of natural food items available at the time.
     One of the things LaFontaine is credited with is his insis-
tence on Antron in his patterns. Antron is a nylon developed by 
DuPont in the 1960's as a carpet þ ber. The trait that LaFontaine 
saw as it's most unique characteristic was it's trilobal cross-
sectional geometry, developed by DuPont (and referred to 
by them as "delta þ bres") for the sake of þ bre strength and 
resistance to trapping dirt in the yarn. LaFontaine focused on 
the trilobal geometry as it acted to reÿ ect light on surfaces 
inclined to acute angles and create the illusion of air bubbles, 
which he thought was a key trigger mechanism. Since the 
original trilobal Antron, Antron þ bre has become more diverse 
in its properties. Carpet companies now treat some Antron with 
ÿ uorocarbon to make it stain resistant, and Antron even comes 
in þ bres that have lumens or hollow channels that probably 
reÿ ect and refract light differently than LaFontaine's preferred 
type, and effectively make the þ bre lighter (so it will ÿ oat). So 
not all Antron is the same - anymore. And if you want trilobal 
Antron, you may have to be somewhat speciþ c in you inquiry. 
The book company LaFontaine started with Stan Bradshaw has 
morphed in to thebookmailer.com and sells a wide variety of 
Antron products and colors via mail order/web order.
     Mr. Wyatt points out there is little in the scientiþ c literature 
to document the effect of bubble in the pupal shucks of emerg-
ing caddis. The investigation Mr. Wyatt conducted indicates 
there is a secreted "moulting gel' that aids in separating the 
emerging caddis from the pupal shell. His article implies that 
the shell, which is inherently permeable, as it is required to 
permit the exchange of oxygen and water, may not be likely 
to accumulate bubbles. However, the exchange of molecular 
oxygen and water is probably a much slower process and 
requires less permeability than the passage of more rapidly 
accumulated gas bubbles generated as the insect changes from 
pupa to emerging adult, and the gel itself may act to make the 
shell less permeable than it might be when it was functioning as 
an exoskeleton.

     Another possibility, and one that I believe LaFontaine may 
have alluded to as an option, is that the reÿ ective nature of 
Antron mimics the reÿ ective nature of the pupal shuck, whether 
or not it is bubble-þ lled. From an optical standpoint, when light 
passes through the layers of translucent materials (the shuck and 
the moulting gel) part of it is reÿ ected and part refracted, because 
the materials have differing indices of refraction. This would 
be true with or without bubbles present, although air or gasses 
would add another surface from which light would be reÿ ected 
and refracted. Antron's properties do simulate this quite well.
     Considering the scarcity of documentation of the gas 
bubbles does not deny their potential existence, as Mr. Wyatt 
appropriately states. The phrase "absence", rings true there. It 
might indicate that the bubbles represent a less than typical oc-
currence, though. And this my be a good thing - if the bubbles 
are not common, but occur often enough that trout key on them 
as a trigger (perhaps they are responsible for some "crippling," 
as might be implied by Mr. Wyatt's article) then their simulation 
in our offering will separate our ÿ y from the masses of naturals, 
while presenting it as desirable, preferably over the rest.
     As I experimented with my own variation on the famous 
Sparkle Pupa, I developed a pattern I called the Cheap Lazy 
Bastard (p.22). It is not named for me in particular; it is a 
reÿ ection of the cheap ingredients, the short-cuts used, and the 
fact that it is an illegitimate hodge-podge of a couple of pat-
terns. As a variation on the now classic pattern, I use a plastic 
pearl bead head bought from a craft shop for less than a penny 
a piece (cheap), and rather than dub the body I use Peacock 
herl (lazy man's solution) for the olive version (pheasant tail for 
brown, or whatever body), and as I mentioned, I borrow (bas-
tardize) aspects of other patterns (bead head, gold ribbed Hare's 
Ear or Pheasant Tail body for a tan version, Prince Nymph-syle 
body for the olive version, etc.)
