LEGISLATION,
Dances WITH SHARKS,
BrA FENCES AND DROUGHT

As | read my advance copy of Still Life with Brook Trout |
was again brought home to the fact that Montana is not seeing
the winter snow pack or spring rains that sustain our psh palaces.
Nor are some of our neighboring states. You are all familiar with
Cheapshot, Gary LaFontaine's side-kick from old and business
partner, Stan Bradshaw (see page 10 for his stream-yow report).
The past few years Stan has been lawyering for Trout Unlimited.
He is our Western Water Project man and he's doing a damn pne
job. He was a great boss, but he is rockin' and rollin' now.

During this years legislature, Montana passed into permanent
law a program to allow consumptive use water rights to be leased
to instream uses. It began in 1995 with a proposed pilot instream
leasing program. This program gave water right holders two op-
tions: they could lease their water to private groups or individuals
for instream use; or they could convert their rights to an instream
use without a lease.

We should clarify water rights the Montana way. First, a water
right is a property right. It's called prst in time, prst in right. Land
owners acquired their water rights when they purchased or home-
steaded their property and put water to a benepcial use--usually
irrigation. Some of those water rights date as far back as the 1860's.
In lean years, those with the earliest rights get their water. Later
water rights don't get any. Water users retain rights to their water as
long as they use it. If they go too many years without using it, they
can lose the right. If push came to shove, some farmers would actu-
ally dump water out of a stream for no purpose, other than to retain
their rights for possible future use. Not very effective for trout habi-
tat, but farmer Joe needs to protect the food chain for the family.

With the pilot program, water right holders could now lease
their water rights to groups like Trout Unlimited or private parties
that would keep the water in the stream for the purpose of protect-
ing psh without putting their water rights at risk. Or the water right
holder could simply apply to the Department of Natural Resources
to change the use of their water rights from consumptive to in-
stream use. (Lets keep the water in the stream where the psh are.)

The ensuing ten years of this pilot program has resulted in a
win-win situation for the water right holder's and psh habitat.
There are now twenty private lease's or conversions implemented
which effect the Blackfoot, Missouri, Clark Fork, Madison and
Yellowstone Rivers.

We miss that slow guy Stan around the ofpce but we pgure the
bsh need him more than we do. And it would sure be nice to see
some of our neighboring states look at this program for their own
legislation. (HINT, HINT)

Montana River Forecast n January 3, 2005
BY CHEAPSHOT-- AKA STAN BRADSHAW

Since the last newsletter, snowpack (and summer
streamyow) have improved~ as | write this, Helena and
the surrounding mountains got six to ten inches of snow in
the last 24 hours (that's more than we got in all of February
and most of March); Bozeman got over a foot; and a trip
over the Continental Divide this morning was a sphinc-
ter-shutting adventure within swerving semi-trucks and
ground blizzards. But "improved" is a relative term. As of
this morning, the snow pack in the Madison drainage had
"improved" to a whopping 75% of the historic average; the
upper Yellowstone had spiked to 69%, and the Headwaters
of the Missouri had climbed to 73%.

So it's a little premature to start celebrating the end of the
drought. In fact, if we get just an average spring from here
on out, in the words a former famous American, we're still
in deep doo-doo. Five years of moisture depcit means that,
when runoff starts (such as it may be this year), most of it
will head right into the ground. Soil moisture is at record
lows throughout the state. So start praying for a really cold,
wet, miserable spring.

But, there's still pshing to be had. Early season hatches
should be bshable on streams where runoff often knocks
the pshing outSalmon Flies on the Blackfoot and Rock
Creek; Baetis on any number of freestone streams; The
Mother's Day hatch on the Yellowstone . . . Check your local
sources as the spring progresses.

And tailwaters should be good . . . but likely crowded.
Consider a variety of Stillwater optionsiiGeorgetown Lake,
Hebgen Lake, any number of high elevation lakesincheck
out the Montana Guides to Fly Fishing (pages 6, 7, 12) to
get some ideas on possibilities.

And consider the fall. And pray for a crappy, wet, cold spring.

I would like to highlight a couple of the tools that | have been
using recently. One is the Springo Whip Finisher. This is a
basic whip pnisher with a slightly longer span where the thread
wraps. Underneath, on the bottom span (where the pnisher is
usually solid) is a small spring. This spring allows for some give
when you're pulling out of your whip pnish. I get a really nice
sense of control and my pnal pull out is very smooth and easy.

The other tool | have come to really appreciate is Bob Jacklin's
Turbo Shepherd's Hook. This was developed by Dean Childs of
Wasatch and Bob Jacklin. This is a small shepherd hook that spins
independently of its handle. Created for spinning dubbing, much
like the True Spin Loop Tool. However, this little gem, twirls
heavier dubbing so evenly and precisely, you can create a seg-
mented body that requires literally no ribbing. | have been using
it on Twist Nymphs. 1 tie in an ostrich or peacock herl, create a
dubbing loop using the tool, spin my herl a couple of times at the
base of the loop and twirl together. | have never seen a tool or used
a method that spins the materials so evenly all the way back to my
hook. Sweet, very sweet!
