But you gotta have nutritious psh if you live on South
Andros Island. The one little store had only a sampling of
fruit, some canned food, frozen meat, and Little Debbie's
treats all brought to you by mail boat at very high prices. (The
Little Debbie's actually cost three times the price marked
on the box.) This sparse diet was subsidized by ingestion of
the popular drink called Vita-Malt. If you have just arrived
from the bountiful States, the foul, vitamin-laden concoction
was near impossible to swallow. But after a few months of
coconuts, canned spaghetti, and Little Debbie's Treats, the
malnourished body can only holler MORE when the gummy,
brown brew touches the lips.

Wrap the packing foam to the end of the body and rib
with the copper wire.

Cut, clean and stack some elk hair for the wing. Tie in
the wing directly in front of the body and let it extend to
a point just even with the end of the bent of the hook.

Tie in a white rooster feather just in front of the wing.
Wrap the feather in close wraps 3-4 turns and tie off.
Create the post by gathering the pbers on the bottom of
the hook shank with thumb and forepnger and stroking
them up. Wrap thread in front and behind the post to
keep them of top of the hook shank. Cut off any errant
bbers.

Tie in the hackle behind the post and wrap behind and in
front of the post.

Whip pnish.

This particular pattern is an imitation of the February
Red Stoneyy, but you can tie any stoneyy by changing the colors
to match the natural.
