The Hook-Lock aka Bristle-Tac system lining both top and 
bottom allows for quick air flow so flies that have seen some 
action dry quickly, eliminating rusty hooks. New flies are 
easily extractable, and it holds barbless hooks firmly because 
it grabs the wire of the hook, not the barb—plus the material 
is so durable it literally lasts indefinitely (can’t say that about 
foam). I find laying the flies out east to west-head to tail, vs. 
north to south works very efficiently.

Another title that I would like to particularly endorse is Fly 
Fishing Tailwaters: Tactics and Patterns for Year Round 
Waters (p.5). Almost all of us have the opportunity to fish 
tailwaters and this is a subject few have tackled. 

A great new destination title, The Southeast’s Best Fly 
Fishing by James Buice (p.6) is long overdue. We are so 
glad to have this excellent guide for an area so over-looked. 
For those times when you just want to run away . . .  Angler 
Management: The Day I Died While Fly Fishing and Other 
Stories by Jack Ohman (p.4)—very funny! Or the 75th anniver-
sary edition of Trout Fishing in America by Richard Brautigan 
(p.4) could be a trip down memory lane. North of Easie (p.6) is 
a delightful get-away and has garnered good reviews.

Fly-Fishing Secrets of the Ancients (p.5) will challenge 
our modern concepts with those of the past. (Often, when 
confused, I find the past to be my best reference). We also 
have The English Major by Jim Harrison, and the Fly Rod 
Chronicles, and Troutfly, (all p.7). Each offering a different 
slant on angling and what we do with the rest of our time.

This is also the Fall issue of the Book Mailer so don’t 
forget your calendars for the new year and any Christmas 
‘fishy’ gifts for your buddies. We have some great new 
DVD’s.
